5. Old Business 51 
 52 
a. Recap Joint Meeting with City Council  53 

Joint meeting with City Council 54 
Chair Becker stated they met on August 22, 2016 with the City Council. 55 
He stated they gave updates on projects, reviewed prior projects, and 56 
asked specific questions in the RCA. He stated the questions for the most 57 
part were addressed and advised those who weren’t in attendance to watch 58 
the video to review the specific feedback. He reviewed some notes and 59 
feedback from the City Council with the Commissioners and then opened 60 
them up for discussion.  61 
 62 
Chair Becker stated he presented his idea for having an open forum, Town 63 
Hall, question and answer style meeting to the City Council. He stated the 64 
City Council had good feedback on the idea. He recommends they move 65 
forward with the process working with the City Council to get a meeting 66 
scheduled where they will conduct it in that style. He stated the idea is to 67 
draw in a larger audience, have some booths and stands offering a variety 68 
of information available, and offer an open house type of event. His 69 
opinion is that it would be a nice idea to have some City staff present to 70 
answer questions at the booths. He stated the major concerns were 71 
ensuring the meeting can be recorded and making sure it is accessible. He 72 
noted those items are the first priority and he doesn’t foresee any issues 73 
fulfilling them. He will be working with Mr. Trudgeon to get this moving 74 
forward and noted they will hold a City Council meeting in this format 75 
first, and then roll it out to the Commissions if it all goes well.  76 
 77 
Chair Becker stated the Councilmembers requested there be discussion on: 78 
an update on the Roseville U, organizing an open house, and Speak Up 79 
Roseville.  They would like to get these on the Agenda for an upcoming 80 
meeting. Chair Becker stated the City Council gave feedback on sending 81 
some sort of welcome packets, and the recommendation is to send a 82 
postcard or flyer type of communication that directs new residents to the 83 
City website where they can find information and resources for the City.  84 
 85 
I AM Roseville 86 
Commissioner Sattler stated in her opinion that the City Council seemed 87 
very excited and supportive regarding the “I AM Roseville” project. 88 
 89 
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Commissioner Gardella stated it was also noted some Councilmembers 90 
had expressed interest in changing it to “We are Roseville.” She stated it is 91 
an idea they would like considered.  92 
 93 
Commissioner Sparby stated they did submit an RFP Comprehensive Plan 94 
for Review and it wasn’t elaborated on too much by the Council but they 95 
did state they were supportive of it and appreciative of the CEC efforts 96 
thus far. He noted the Council was clear on the issue that they would like 97 
the CEC to take an organizing standpoint instead of a hands-on role with 98 
this item.  99 

 100 
b. Priority Project Update: Assist in the formulation of the 2017 101 

Comprehensive Plan update process   102 
 103 
Commissioner Tomlinson stated the updated checklist has been provided 104 
to the CEC for their review and asked City Manager Trudgeon to provide 105 
an update on the selection of a firm process. 106 
 107 
City Manager Trudgeon stated they have received seven different 108 
proposals from several firms and staff is reviewing them. He stated once 109 
staff has them down to a few firms, the recommendation then would be to 110 
have the City Council interview them at a meeting and open the meeting 111 
to the public. He stated having the CEC attend the meeting would be a 112 
good way for them to be involved and learn more about what is at stake 113 
and gain some transparency on expectations. He stated it is tentatively 114 
scheduled to be heard at the October 17, 2016 meeting, and though they 115 
are a bit behind schedule, they are making progress. He noted the 116 
document/checklist provided to the Commission should definitely be 117 
provided to the City Council once they are ready to move onto that phase.  118 
 119 
Chair Becker asked if they will interview all the firms. City Manager 120 
Trudgeon replied no, they will narrow it down first and then present the 121 
top few choices to the City Council. Commissioner Sparby asked if City 122 
Manager Trudgeon could offer any insight into the process that staff will 123 
use to determine which firms they will proceed with. City Manager 124 
Trudgeon replied he isn’t sure yet as they are just starting the process and 125 
haven’t reported anything back to date. He stated once they get a report he 126 
will forward to the Commission. 127 
 128 
Commissioner Tomlinson asked if City Manager Trudgeon will be able to 129 
report back to the Commission before the October 17, 2016 meeting 130 
regarding the interviews. City Manager Trudgeon stated due to the initial 131 
process of narrowing them down taking most likely month, he isn’t sure 132 
they will have a formal check-in before that meeting but there will 133 
certainly be some communication on where they are at and he will include 134 
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the Commission in on that so they have all the information he has at that 135 
point as well. 136 
 137 
Chair Becker asked how City Manager Trudgeon envisions the interview 138 
process going. He stated it will be an open session meeting and they may 139 
limit the questions to the Councilmembers. However, the plans are not 140 
finalized yet on how they will conduct the process. 141 
 142 
Commissioner Sparby stated at this point they need to review the CEC 143 
Comprehensive Plan RFP Checklist and choose a few items to help steer 144 
the City Council during the interview process. He stated these 5 145 
points/questions will be beneficial to the City Council during their review 146 
of the RFP specifically relating to the CEC. 147 
  148 
Commissioner Sparby stated the first item on the RFP is to encourage the 149 
Council to think of different ways to get information out there to people. 150 
He stated different approaches through media outlets are one thing they 151 
want them to explore.  152 
 153 
Commissioner Holub stated the fifth item is closely related to the second 154 
item on the RFP, she stated in her opinion it can be added into that item. 155 
Chair Becker stated in his opinion, he likes it being separate and wouldn’t 156 
want it to overshadow other things they want to consider.  157 
 158 
Commissioner Gardella stated in her opinion, she feels adding the 159 
definition or distinction of “outreach” vs. “engagement” into this 160 
document would be beneficial. She stated it seems at times outreach items 161 
such as changes to a flyer, postcard, or mailing item are mistaken for an 162 
engagement issue when they are more just an outreach issue. She stated 163 
that it may actually complicate the RFP document and suggested leaving it 164 
out. 165 
 166 
City Manager Trudgeon agreed this distinction could be good; however, 167 
the concern is overloading too much information on the Council. He noted 168 
the overview is stated in the document and it is assumed they will 169 
differentiate between the two items.  170 
 171 
Commissioner Sparby stated he thinks it could be good to include the 172 
difference between the two words. Chair Becker stated adding these 173 
definitions to the RFP in bullet point No. 2 would possibly be the best 174 
place to do that.  175 
 176 
Commissioner Sparby stated he will add in the language “does the 177 
consultant delineate between outreach and community engagement 178 
efforts”. The Commission consensus was to make this revision. Chair 179 
Becker stated leaving bullet No. 5 as an outreach item seems appropriate. 180 
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 181 
Commissioner Sparby stated he will draft an updated copy of the 182 
document adding in the revisions the Commission has agreed upon. He 183 
stated he will send it out once completed and asked the Commission to 184 
please let him know if there are any corrections that need to be made.  185 

 186 
c. Priority Project Update: Recommend ways to expand city learning 187 

and engagement opportunities  188 
Chair Becker introduced this item and asked Commissioner Manke for an 189 
update. 190 
 191 
Commissioner Manke stated there isn’t a lot to report at this time. She 192 
stated they have a pretty clear idea of what the City Council is looking for 193 
based on the prior meeting. She has noted that Roseville U and an open 194 
house are two main projects and priorities. She stated based on the agenda 195 
this evening she feels there may be further discussion on some of these 196 
items later on. In her opinion, the next thing to do as a Commission would 197 
be to sit down with the inventory, review what is being expected, and 198 
prioritize items.  199 
 200 
Chair Becker suggested that if the City Council is indeed moving forward 201 
with the Town Hall style meeting, then it would be a good idea to start 202 
thinking about the open house concept next. He stated deciding how big 203 
they can go with the open house is something to think about. For example, 204 
he noted maybe having four tables would be a small open house, adding a 205 
few other items into it would be a medium style open house, and anything 206 
else could be considered a large style open house.  207 
 208 
City Manager Trudgeon stated a few years back they did an open house 209 
style event which included fire trucks and food items. He stated he wasn’t 210 
with the City at that time but heard it was very well attended. 211 
 212 
Chair Becker asked if they have plans for Roseville U this year. City 213 
Manager Trudgeon stated not yet, in the past it has been a struggle to get 214 
many people to commit to a few hours several days a week. Commissioner 215 
Manke stated it could possibly work where they take pieces of that past 216 
open house event and add it into parts of the town hall/open house event 217 
ideas and plans. 218 
 219 
Commissioner Holub asked if there is a specific person who would have 220 
more background information on Roseville U. City Manager Trudgeon 221 
stated in the administrative department there would be Carolyn and Gary, 222 
but he is also someone who can help in that department.  223 
 224 

d. Priority Project Update: Form strategies for outreach to 225 
underrepresented groups  226 
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Chair Becker introduced this item and asked Commissioner Sattler to 227 
provide an update. 228 
 229 
Commissioner Sattler stated the following are groups of underrepresented 230 
people and those the City Council would like the Commission to focus on 231 
is: the elderly, specifically those living in assisted living; the mentally ill; 232 
and, the handicap within the community.  233 
 234 
Commissioner Gardella stated one Councilmember stated at the meeting 235 
that if you look around the room, the underrepresented are those you don’t 236 
normally see at City Council meetings or City events. She stated in her 237 
opinion, it was a good way to state that.  238 
 239 
Commissioner Sattler stated the group the City Council seemed to focus 240 
on, in her opinion, was the elderly group. She stated the group of people 241 
who don’t have access to social media or those who can’t get around town 242 
are the main focus presently.  243 
 244 
City Manager Trudgeon stated narrowing down the specific group to focus 245 
on engaging is very important and suggested the Commission work on 246 
getting that clearly stated. 247 
 248 
Commissioner Sattler suggested defining those who are without question 249 
represented within the community and then looking at the offset would be 250 
a good place to start.  251 
 252 
Commissioner Manke suggested looking at the resources and tools the 253 
City has and uses and where they go would help narrow down who isn’t 254 
receiving these resources and that would be a group of people who is 255 
underrepresented.   256 
 257 
Commissioner Sattler agreed and stated the last part of the task is to find 258 
out how to engage the underrepresented. She noted getting 259 
underrepresented people involved in the community is the main focus.  260 
 261 

e. Priority Project Update: Advocate for select items from 2014 CEC 262 
recommended policies and strategies  263 
Chair Becker stated the main item recently reviewed was the town hall 264 
style meeting. He stated once it is done they will review how effective it 265 
was and decide when to extend it to the Commissions. 266 
 267 
Chair Becker asked if there was an update on Section 6.3. City Manager 268 
Trudgeon stated there isn’t anything to update on currently.  269 
 270 
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Commissioner Tomlinson asked if there was a timeline for getting the 271 
town hall style meeting started. Chair Becker stated not specifically but 272 
they need to go through the process and make decisions and deadlines. 273 
 274 
Commissioner Holub stated she had an issue possibly relating to Section 275 
6.3. She explained she has had issues watching City Council meetings 276 
online because while loading, the video it was very slow. She asked if this 277 
was an issue that has been brought up before and if so, is this something 278 
they could possibly explore resolutions for.  279 
 280 
City Manager Trudgeon acknowledged this has been an issue in the past 281 
but in recent years they have not had any complaints.  Commissioner 282 
Gardella noted like Commissioner Holub, she has also experienced the 283 
same difficulties while watching online City Council meetings. City 284 
Manager Trudgeon stated it is something he can look into.  285 
  286 

f. Priority Project Update: I AM Roseville photo project  287 
From her personal perspective, Commissioner Holub stated the City 288 
Council’s update on this item seemed clear and they would like the 289 
Commission to hand this project over to other individuals.  290 
  291 
Commissioner Sparby agreed and stated the Council was very supportive 292 
of the efforts made by the Commission but at this point would like the 293 
Commission to further formulate a plan to move forward with the project, 294 
which would include handing this project off to other individuals. He 295 
noted they are not sure which individuals would be taking over the project 296 
but the goal is to hand it over and ultimately have the CEC involved on a 297 
very limited basis towards the end of the project. 298 
 299 
Commissioner Sparby stated the next step would be to work on the 300 
proposal and narrow it down.  He noted once that is complete, the next 301 
item would be to research partners and individuals to get involved with 302 
this project.  303 
 304 
City Manager Trudgeon stated it isn’t advised to spend a huge amount of 305 
time looking at staff members to be partners on this project; however, it 306 
has been noted that the Roseville Visitors Association could possibly be a 307 
partner as they do a lot of marketing for the City as well as have 308 
connections with hotels and other businesses within the City.  309 
 310 
Commissioner Manke asked what is the goal of this project. 311 
Commissioner Sparby replied to have photo exhibitions and then 312 
distribute those photos throughout the City at places such as the City Hall, 313 
fire station, and police department to foster a connection through the 314 
community. Commissioner Manke stated the open house would be a good 315 
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place to use the images as well. The Commissioners were in agreeance 316 
with this idea. 317 

 318 
6. New Business 319 

a. Temporary Family Health Care Dwellings Discussion 320 
City Manager Trudgeon introduced this item, provided background on this 321 
item as well as images of example temporary family health care dwellings 322 
(otherwise known as drop homes). He stated the City has opted out of this 323 
law as most cities have. However, the City would like to engage the 324 
community and get some discussion and feedback on this idea. He stated 325 
they are not looking for input on whether the Commission feels these are a 326 
good idea, but for the Commission to look at ways to get this topic out into 327 
the community for feedback.  328 
 329 
Commissioner Gardella clarified that although the City has opted out of 330 
this law, it doesn’t mean they will not move forward with this at some 331 
point in time, the City could still make their own laws for this based on 332 
what is best for the City specifically. City Manager Trudgeon confirmed 333 
that is correct. 334 
 335 
Chair Becker asked if the City Council provided any specific reasons as to 336 
why they opted out of this law. City Manager Trudgeon stated they didn’t 337 
give any reasons specifically, they simply opted out.  He noted Roseville 338 
is not unique in this situation as over 90% of the cities have opted out of 339 
this law. 340 
 341 
Commissioner Gardella asked if other cities are going about this in the 342 
same manner. City Manager Trudgeon replied he isn’t certain how other 343 
cities are handling this; however, he is sure some will post it in the paper 344 
as a notice to the community using the traditional method of delivery for 345 
these items. Commissioner Holub noted Roseville isn’t a traditional City 346 
and Commissioner Gardella agreed with her sentiments. 347 
 348 
Commissioner Tomlinson asked if the City intended to consult, inform or 349 
involve the public. City Manager Trudgeon replied Roseville puts 350 
emphasis on valuing the public’s input and wants to allow them to be 351 
involved in the process. 352 

 353 
Commissioner Manke asked if any other cities have passed this law. City 354 
Manager Trudgeon stated not that he is aware of and noted with the May 355 
Session wrapping up, many cities were under time constraints to write the 356 
language for opting out this summer.  357 
 358 
Chair Becker stated he would be interested to see the demographics from 359 
cities that passed this law compared to those who didn’t move forward 360 
with it.  361 
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 362 
Commissioner Gardella stated she feels the timing of this issue is good 363 
due to the high percentage of people caring for their parents per the 364 
demographic trends currently. She noted this type of resource could offer 365 
great relief to some people; however, this won’t be great for everyone 366 
which is why it is important they get input from the public on what the 367 
best thing to do collectively as a City is going to be.  368 
 369 
Chair Becker stated one of the first steps to take with this process should 370 
be identifying the stakeholders in this issue. He noted the elderly as being 371 
a top priority in getting their input on this topic.  372 
 373 
Chair Becker asked for clarification if the dwelling is meant for the 374 
caregiver or the person receiving care. City Manager Trudgeon stated it is 375 
for the person receiving care and noted the caregiver would need to live on 376 
the property in the main housing dwelling. City Manager Trudgeon also 377 
noted the dwelling is only for one person, not for a couple. He did state 378 
that as a City they do allow for accessory dwelling units otherwise known 379 
as granny flats. 380 
 381 
Commissioner Manke expressed her concerns on how they would enforce 382 
these units and ensure they are being used appropriately. The Commission 383 
agreed this is one of the issues to consider when looking at how to move 384 
forward with this item. 385 
 386 
Commissioner Sattler asked what the timeline would be for having the 387 
temporary dwelling on a property. City Manager Trudgeon replied it is a 388 
6-month permit and could only be extended an addition 6 months for a 389 
total of 1 year. He noted the timeline for permits is something the City 390 
could reconsider if they decide to formulate their own law. 391 
 392 
Chair Becker asked the Commission to give this item some thought as 393 
they will revisit it in the near future. 394 
 395 

b. Receive inventory of current city-led community engagement 396 
activities  397 
City Manager Trudgeon stated he wanted to provide a list of things the 398 
CEC is currently working on to allow transparency among the public and 399 
the Committee.  400 
 401 
Mr. Trudgeon reviewed the list of items each department is working on 402 
currently.  He noted the Administration Department mainly handles the 403 
communications, newsletters, oversees the website, televising of meetings, 404 
Speak Up Roseville, The Alzheimer’s Submission Group, biannual 405 
survey, volunteer efforts, and other special meetings.  406 
 407 
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Mr. Trudgeon noted the Community Development Department, beyond 408 
typical land use duties, is focusing on Southeast Roseville, having direct 409 
interaction, and doing some planning for group gatherings. They had an 410 
event in July with the cities of St. Paul and Maplewood where about 100 411 
people showed up to communicate what each feels is important to focus 412 
on for that area. They are focusing on the Koran community and culture 413 
with the Koran Agency of MN. The Interagency Group also provides 414 
some workshops, resources, and outreach at libraries in the communities.  415 
 416 
Mr. Trudgeon stated the Finance Department doesn’t have a lot of 417 
engagement considering they pay bills and collect money mainly. 418 
However, as part of their operations they do run the license center and 419 
have over 600 people in daily, so they are engaging that way with the 420 
community.  They also participate in the Naturalization Ceremony led by 421 
the Human Rights Society.  422 
 423 
Mr. Trudgeon noted the Fire Department and Police Department is very 424 
engaged with the community and encouraged everyone to attend a 425 
“Fridays with the fire fighters” event. He noted it is now over for the 426 
season but it is fun for families. He stated they give tours of the station, 427 
allow trying the fire hose, and exploring of the fire trucks. They do a lot of 428 
school tours, health related item such as blood pressure checks, wellness 429 
events, staff high school events for safety measures, do Night to Unite 430 
visits, and perform training of CPR. He noted they are a 24/7 operation 431 
and work really hard to engage in the community. 432 
 433 
Mr. Trudgeon stated the Police Department specifically does some other 434 
community engagement items such as the Chief has a biweekly newsletter 435 
that is very informative; he noted you can sign up on City website. They 436 
have a televised series call “Behind the Badge”, tailored after the TV show 437 
Cops, where they follow some officers through shifts. He stated there have 438 
been two episodes so far and they have been done very well. They have 439 
Coffee with a Cop, youth events mainly with disadvantaged youth, Night 440 
to Unite, block clubs (about 50 throughout Roseville), and work with 441 
communities on safety. He stated the Citizen Academy is one of the major 442 
things they offer to help citizens learn about safety.  443 
 444 
Mr. Trudgeon stated the Parks and Recreation program runs all the park 445 
programs, the Build a Playground, and Discover Your Parks programs. He 446 
stated they engage volunteers in helping plant the blooming boulevard 447 
along Lexington Avenue every spring and host a variety of festivals such 448 
as Party in the Park, Wild Rice Festival, and Rosefest Parade. 449 
 450 
Mr. Trudgeon stated the Public Works Department does more of a behind 451 
the scene job. They do some clean-up day events where people can get rid 452 
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of junk, host a zero waste event, and hold the free shredding day every 453 
year in May.  454 
 455 
Mr. Trudgeon stated that is just an overview of what each department 456 
does. He stated if anyone feels some of these items should be moved 457 
around he is open for input. He asked the Commission to review and let 458 
him know if there are items that could be moved or adapted at all.  459 
 460 
Commissioner Sattler stated she will be at the Wild Rice Festival all day 461 
on October 17th and encouraged everyone to come out. 462 
 463 
Commissioner Holub asked what the Roseville AD chat stands for. City 464 
Manager Trudgeon stated it stands for Roseville Alzheimer’s and 465 
Dementia, noting the Alzheimer’s and Dementia Community Group is 466 
very involved. He explained they provide resources for people wanting to 467 
learn about it and get resources. He stated CHAT stands for Community 468 
Health Awareness Team, who focus on raising awareness and resources 469 
and bringing people together related to health more generally speaking.  470 
 471 
Commissioner Holub asked Commissioner Gardella if she was indeed 472 
interested in further distinguishing this list into other categories. Chair 473 
Becker felt it would be a good idea to categorize them.  474 
 475 
Commissioner Manke stated it would be helpful to see how these groups 476 
reach out to the community and what tools they use.  477 

 478 
c. SpeakUp Roseville review 479 

Commissioner Sparby stated they are focusing more on the method of 480 
contact and communication rather than what they put on the site. He is 481 
looking at whether the tools are working and if not, explore other ways to 482 
make it work. He also is working to get recommendations to improve 483 
Speak Up Roseville and will then review those with the City Council.  484 
 485 
Commissioner Sparby indicated usage for the site seemed to be moderate 486 
as it was a small group chatting back and forth. He stated it was easy to 487 
sign up for the site; however, finding it from the Roseville site was 488 
difficult. He felt this was a strong community engagement tool but it 489 
needed to be easily accessible so people know where to find it on the 490 
website. 491 
 492 
Commissioner Sparby stated there were a lot of open and closed 493 
discussions, which shows people are using this tool and site. He noted it 494 
wasn’t clear why some discussions were closed, so getting some clear 495 
communication about that would be helpful. He stated there are a lot of 496 
good benefits to the site and help of the vendor to make it a bit easier to 497 
navigate would make it much more efficient. 498 
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 499 
City Manager Trudgeon stated as the contract comes to the end of its first 500 
year, they want to see how it’s going and get a summary of information 501 
together. They will share the summary at the next Council meeting, get 502 
feedback on it, and he will report back to the Commission after that. 503 
 504 
City Manager Trudgeon stated the idea is to allow people within the 505 
community to communicate and discuss issues or ideas for the City. He 506 
stated the struggle, in his opinion, is there are several topics that don’t 507 
always interest everyone so not everyone is checking it often enough to 508 
see the change in topics.  509 
 510 
Commissioner Manke wondered how many people know about Speak Up 511 
Roseville, noting the roll out for items didn’t go off as planned and it 512 
seems they haven’t done the due diligence to get this tool and resource out 513 
there. Commissioner Tomlinson agreed and stated he wasn’t sure how 514 
they are getting this tool out there to the community.  515 
 516 
Commissioner Sparby stated it doesn’t seem to have a significant presence 517 
on the City’s website home page, noting maybe this is something to look 518 
at changing.  519 
 520 
Commissioner Holub stated she usually finds topics to look at on the 521 
Facebook page. She noted usually there are nice short hyperlinks for 522 
topics linked to the website or relating to the City. She noted, however, 523 
with Speak Up Roseville it doesn’t seem to do that.  Instead it gives just a 524 
URL that is often is long and people are possibly leery to click on those. 525 
 526 
Chair Becker wondered about the timeframe they usually have when 527 
responding to inquiries from residents.  528 
 529 
City Manager Trudgeon stated they try to respond within a few days. He 530 
noted lately they may be falling short but they are certainly doing their 531 
best to respond within a 48-hour time period. He believes the response 532 
timeframe may be listed in the policies and guidelines the Commission has 533 
reviewed. 534
